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Course Overview

The course aims to carry out an analysis of the sustainable management of marine resources,
based on an interdisciplinary approach, considering especially the relations between law, science
and politics. It aims to focus on methodological innovations related to the issues of the sea and
management of marine resources, emphasizing the perspectives, limits and challenges in the
construction of the governance of these resources. It also seeks to promote reflection on the role
of different policy areas and different actors in the definition and implementation of sustainable
management of living and non-living marine resources.

Topics outline

Sustainable management of marine resources, challenges and perspectives. Methodological
innovations. Living and non-living marine resources. Law, politics and science. Governance of
marine resources. Plurality of normative spaces. Law of the sea, Brazilian law and comparative
law. Territorial sea, exclusive economic zone and continental shelf. Coastal zone and marine
biome. Constitutional competences. Institutions. Planning and environmental licensing. Economic
instruments. Responsibilities.
