Curse Overview 

 
Presents the fundamental theoretical instruments to the development of the line of research 

“Citizenship shaping the State”. It studies the concept of citizenship, in particular, its 

manifestation through the social public policies and its relation with democracy and the State 

action, which hás the duty of implement them. 

 
Objectives: 

• Comprehend the way by which the interlacings between the political Power and its legal 

order, in a Social and Democratic Rule of Law, mould the public policies, understood as 

governmental action programs.  

• Deepen the studies of the legal grounds of the State and the government, considering 

conceptual categories that provides the connection with other knowledge areas and also deal 

with public policies, as institutions and processes, which are  reference definitions to the 

transdisciplinar dialogue with political science, economy and public management science.  

• Provide the theoretical references which are necessary to the comprehension of the 

mechanisms that promote the extension of public participation in the process of decision making 

in the subject of public policies. 
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Program content: 

 
Citizenship and social citizenship. Legal concepts of public policies. Citizenships, public policies 

and the realization of human rights: the conflict between equality and freedom. The public 

policies in Brazil: history and Federal Constitution of 1988. The combat to social inequalities. 

Citizenship  and public policies: minorities protection and social inclusion. Planning, development 

and supervision of the public policies: the assurance and the efficacy of the exercise of the rights. 

Strategic management and public policies. Public Policies Councils and participatory budgeting. 

Citizenship, public policies and third sector. Citizenship, public policies and the role of the state: 

Prosecution Office and the assurance of the constitutional rights of the citizen. Judiciary and the 

constitutionality judgment of public policies. The current crisis of the Sate model and its reform: 

Executive, Legislative and new institutional models to implement local public policies: the function 

and competence of the cities and metropolitan regions.
